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Bishop Joseph Tyson Brings ‘Special Gifts’ to Diocese of Yakima

In 2005, when he was first appointed
a bishop, he was 47 years old, earning
him the distinction of being the youngest
bishop in the United States. Six years and
much devoted service later, Bishop Joseph
Tyson is well prepared and enthusiastic to
come back home to Eastern Washington to
assume the title of Bishop of Yakima.

“It’s a privilege to be able to shepherd a
people,” he said. The fact that he is
originally from this area, born in Moses
Lake and baptized at St. Paul Cathedral
where his grandparents were parishioners,
is an added blessing.

Through summers of visiting his
grandparents, Val and Frances Thomas,
once his parents had moved to Seattle, he
developed a love for “this beautiful area.”
Coming from his current assignment as
an auxiliary bishop of the Archdiocese of
Seattle in the “most culturally diverse zip
code in America,” Bishop Tyson also brings
a particular appreciation for the meaningful
Catholic devotional practices of various
cultures which “elevate us and lift us to
God.” In Seattle, he welcomed a variety
of special devotions ranging from Corpus

Christi processions to the Novena of Grace.

With added responsibilities as the
Superintendent of Catholic Schools for the
Archdiocese of Seattle, a post he has held
since 2007, Bishop Tyson has developed
a deep commitment to Catholic education
with a “clear scope and sequence, aligned
to the Pillars of the Catechism.” He
emphasizes the importance of parents as the
primary educators of their children.

His own educational credentials are
extensive, including undergraduate degrees
from the University of Washington in
Russian and Eastern European Area
Studies and journalism; a master’s degree
in international relations from the UW’s
Jackson School of International Studies;
and a master’s degree in divinity from
the Catholic University of America’s
Theological College. He speaks English,
Spanish and German, among other
languages.

From a very early age, Bishop Tyson has
been involved in some form of service to
the Church and her people, beginning as an
altar boy in third grade. By age 16, he was

helping to prepare materials for a pro-life
speaker and riding the bus to downtown
Seattle to work part-time at Catholic
Communications Northwest, a media arm
of the Archdiocese. He worked in Campus
Ministry at the University of Washington,
assisting with resettlement of Southeast
Asian refugees. Before entering the

Bishop Sevilla Reflects Upon His Years Of Service To Our Diocese

Bishop Carlos Sevilla, S.J.

For 14 years, Bishop Carlos Sevilla, one of
four Jesuit bishops in this country, has served
as the leader of the Catholic community in
the Diocese of Yakima. As he officiates at
religious rites throughout the 41 parishes, he
often is seen with a miter upon his head and
a crozier in his hand, symbolizing his role as
chief shepherd of the flock. He has borne the
leadership of some 80,000 Catholics upon his
shoulders, enjoying many happy days, sharing
in the celebrations and Faith of his people. He
also has experienced days of anxious concern,
sharing in the challenges and pain of this
flock he has come to love.

As he makes way for his successor, Bishop
Joseph Tyson, to be installed on May 31,
Bishop Sevilla took time recently to express
his thoughts on what his ministry as Bishop of
Yakima has meant to him — and what he wants
every Catholic within the Diocese to know...

“Overall, my years here have been a
tremendous blessing to me, a chance to serve
the Church in a way that brings me very close
to the heart of what it means to be God’s holy
people,” he observed. “It’s been a time to
see more clearly how God is at work and to
contribute in some way to how God wants to
build up his people. There have been many
poignant moments, and like a parent, I have
had some sleepless nights.”

Bishop Sevilla is especially pleased with
several major accomplishments during his
time as prelate — for which he gives primary
credit to “so many other wonderful people.”
He is proud of the four new Catholic churches
which were built within the Diocese: the three
St. Joseph churches in Yakima, Kennewick
and Wenatchee, and Our Lady of Fatima in
Moses Lake. He is gratified by the major
strides made within Catholic Charities
Housing Services, offering “a tremendous
gift to the poor: decent, comfortable, safe,
beautiful housing for hundreds of families.”
And he feels privileged to have ordained 30
priests (32 by the end of May), calling his part
“the final step in a work that’s been going on
for many years through the Holy Spirit.”

As to anything negative which might have
occurred during his watch, he says, “I will
take responsibility for all the things that didn’t
go well.”

Behind the scenes, Bishop Sevilla is known
for doing many little acts of kindness, of
which most people are unaware, observed
Cathy Fritsch, Coordinator of Ministry and
Education for the Diocese.

“No matter how busy he is, he will take
time to do the smallest thing for someone,”
she noted. “He goes out of his way to show
his concern for people, to make a phone call,
to write a short letter, to visit the sick in the
hospital, which means so much to them.”

Bishop Sevilla has decided to remain in
Yakima, continuing to live close to St. Paul
Cathedral, after he steps down from his
leadership role. His title will become Bishop
Emeritus and he still will be addressed as
“Bishop.” Due to the priest shortage, he will
help to fill in for priests who are ill or needing
time off. He also hopes to help with Cursillos
and offer other spiritual direction — in addition
to “learning not to be afraid of my computer!”

As he prepares for the installation of his
successor, Bishop Sevilla observes that he
is “already beginning to feel a little bit of
stepping away.” He says, “I won’t be sad
not to be the ‘boss’ anymore - in God’s
providence, it’s time for the Diocese to have a
new bishop.”

In parting, he would like to say to all
Catholics within the Diocese, “I love you.
Thank you for being the body of Christ and
for inspiring me by your holiness, zeal and
generosity. Please forgive me for any way that
I may have been an obstacle in your believing
that God loves you. If anyone has offended
me, [ harbor no resentments. I forgive you.
Please pray for me as I continue to pray for
you.”

Thank YOU, Bishop Sevilla, for your years
of dedicated service to our Diocese!

Father Thomas Champoux has been awarded the first annual Hope Award, in honor of his
many years of work in “charity and justice.”

Father Champoux, who serves as Pastor of Christ the King Parish in Richland and is
Chairman of the Catholic Charities Board of Trustees, received the honor in March at the
annual Gala and Auction of Catholic Family & Child Service of the Tri-Cities.

The award was established by Catholic Family & Child Service to honor a member of the
community who has been “instrumental in making a significant contribution to the mission
of the agency by ‘bringing hope to life.””

Father Champoux has served in some capacity with Catholic Charities since 1974,
including many years as Director, based in Yakima, and more recently as Chairman of the
Father Thomas Champoux Board of Trustees. The organization has grown to encompass St. Vincent centers, Catholic
Charities Housing Services and Catholic Family & Child Service.

“Catholic Charities provides a way for people to serve their community by taking care of those least able to help themselves,
allowing them to survive and then thrive,” Father Champoux observed. “I am happy about the award, but I felt I could accept
it only if they would recognize it as honoring all of the staff members, foster parents, Board members, other volunteers, and
kadoptive parents who have done so much through the years. I was just doing what I was asked to do.”

Making Use of Teachable Moments...

The safety and faith formation of children depend on a faith environment that teaches, models and
nourishes right relationships. Safe environment education materials support faith formation goals,
and safe environment strategies utilize deliberately positive actions and messages.

Teachable moments can be part of creating a faith environment. They are those instances in day-to-
day interactions with children and youth that afford an opportunity to teach an important lesson. In
the case of safe environment and faith formation goals, teachable moments offer an opportunity to
model Christ, to model right relationships, to teach right relationship skills and to further the Gospel
message. A teachable moment may be an interaction between an adult and a child, an observed in-
teraction between peers, a child’s comment or question, observed behaviors, or a shared experience.
Parents of young children use teachable moments often. The Gospel is filled with occasions when
Jesus responded to the interactions, behavior, comments and questions of others with stories and
examples that illustrated His message. Making use of teachable moments takes practice. Just as
children and youth practice the prayers and rituals of the Mass, or parents and children practice
Elizabeth Heidt Kozisek strategies to address high-risk situations, it takes practice to make use of teachable moments. As
you recognize teachable moments in interactions with children and youth, ask yourself the following
questions:

* How can I make use of this “teachable moment” to reinforce right relationships and further the gospel message of Christ?

* How can I use deliberately different actions to model Christ and right relationships?

» What right relationship concept addresses this situation?

* What Gospel message do | want to communicate?

The safe environment education and training provided in your diocese can help prepare you to respond to teachable moments with ac-
tions and messages that promote right relationships.

Moderator’s Note: Parents — do you know what safe environment programs are offered in your parish religious education program, and
in the schools your children attend? Ask the Pastor. Ask the Principal. You have a right to know that your children are safe. As the first
teachers of your children, you also have a responsibility to help them learn. The Church wants to help you in that work.

Haciendo Uso de los Momentos Educables

La seguridad y la formacion de fe de los nifios dependen de un ambiente de fe que ensefie, modele y fomente relaciones correctas.
Materiales sobre educacion de ambiente seguro apoyan las metas de formacion de fe, y las estrategias de ambiente seguro utilizan acciones
y mensajes deliberadamente positivos. Momentos educables pueden ser usados para crear un ambiente de fe. Y son aquellos instantes en
la vida diaria de interaccion con los nifios y los jovenes que dan la oportunidad de ensefiar una leccion importante. En el caso de metas
de ambiente seguro y formacion de fe, los momentos educables ofrecen una oportunidad de modelar a Cristo, de modelar relaciones
correctas, de ensefiar algunas habilidades de relaciones correctas y de promover el mensaje del Evangelio. Un momento educable puede
ser una interaccion entre un adulto y un niflo, una interaccion observada entre sus iguales, un comentario o una pregunta de un nifo,
comportamientos observados, o experiencias compartidas.

Los padres de los pequefios usan a menudo momentos educables. El Evangelio esta lleno de ocasiones cuando Jests respondio a las
interacciones, comportamientos, comentarios y preguntas de los demas con historias y ejemplos que ilustraban Su mensaje. Hacer uso
de momentos educables necesita de practica. Asi como los nifios y los jovenes practican las oraciones y rituales de la Misa, o los padres y
los niflos practican estrategias para enfrentar situaciones de alto riesgo, se necesita practicar para usar momentos educables. Al reconocer
momentos educables en interacciones con los nifios y los jévenes, hagase usted mismo las siguientes preguntas:
+(Como puedo hacer uso de este “momento educable” para reforzar las relaciones correctas y para promover el mensaje del evangelio
de Cristo?
¢, Como puedo usar deliberadamente diferentes acciones para modelar a Cristo y relaciones correctas?
¢, Cual concepto de relacidn correcta trata esta situacion?
¢, Cudl mensaje del Evangelio quiero comunicar?

La educacion y entrenamiento sobre un ambiente seguro proveido en su diocesis puede ayudarle a prepararse a responder a momentos
educables con acciones y mensajes que promuevan las relaciones correctas.
Nota del Moderador: Padres — ;Saben ustedes cuales programas de ambiente seguro son ofrecidos en el programa de educacion religiosa
de su parroquia, y en la escuela donde asisten sus hijos? Pregintele al Parroco. Preguntele al Director. Usted tiene el derecho de saber que
su hijo esta en un ambiente seguro. Como los primeros educadores de sus hijos, ustedes también tienen la responsabilidad de ayudarles a
aprender. La Iglesia quiere ayudarle en esa obra.

seminary, he even helped run a food and
clothing bank out of his apartment.

“As far back as I can remember, I had
a love for the Church because I could
see how she brings all people to Christ,”
he recalled. “...I wanted to be a servant
of it all.” He became a priest, in 1989,
“responding to the desire God planted in
my heart.”

By far, the most rewarding part of his
ministry, he says, is “celebrating the
Eucharist and helping folks draw close to

Christ through the sacraments.”

“In a parish,” he says, “you really get to
know people. It’s a privilege to be in those
moments, walking with folks as they draw
those connections between the Eucharist
and daily life.” He added, “Faith shapes
how we see reality...Faith predisposes us
from this life to the next at every step...”

In the months ahead, Bishop Tyson says
he wants “to get to know the lay of the
land and what’s going on in people’s faith
lives” in the Diocese of Yakima.

“There are many ways in which Bishop
Tyson will bring special gifts to the
Diocese,” observed Bishop Carlos Sevilla.
“He is a very talented man. Being from
here gives him a real understanding of the
culture of Central Washington.”

The people of the Diocese of Yakima
extend a warm welcome to our incoming
Bishop! His installation as the seventh
Bishop of Yakima is scheduled for 11 a.m.,

Tuesday, May 31, at Holy Family Church.

puesto que ¢l ha manejado desde 2007, el
Obispo Tyson ha desarrollado un profundo
compromiso a la educacion catolica con un
“claro proposito y secuencia, alineado a los
Pilares del Catecismo.”

“De todo lo que puedo recordar, yo he
tenido un amor por la Iglesia porque puedo
ver como trae a toda la gente hacia Cristo,”
recordaba el Obispo Tyson. ““...Yo queria
ser un servidor para todo.”

quiere formar su pueblo. Ha habido algunos momentos intensos, y al igual que los padres
de familia, también he tenido algunas noches sin dormir.”

El Obispo Sevilla esta especialmente complacido con varios logros importantes
durante su tiempo como prelado — por lo cual €l da crédito primordial a “mucha otra
gente maravillosa.” El est4 orgulloso de las cuatro nuevas iglesias catolicas que fueron
construidas en la Didcesis: las tres iglesias St. Joseph en Yakima, Kennewick y Wenatchee,
y Our Lady of Fatima en Moses Lake.

Y cualquier cosa negativa que haya ocurrido durante su servicio, dijo €I, “Yo me hago
responsable por todas las cosas que no hayan salido bien.”

Fuera de escena, el Obispo Sevilla es conocido por hacer muchos pequefios actos de
bondad, de los cuales la gente no tiene conocimiento, observd Cathy Fritsch, Coordinadora
de Ministerio y Educacion para la Didcesis.

“No importa qué tan ocupado ¢l esté, se toma un tiempo para hacer hasta lo mas pequefio
para alguien,” hizo notar ella. El hace todo lo posible para mostrar su preocupacion por
la gente, para hacer una llamada por teléfono, para escribir una cartita, para visitar a los
enfermos en el hospital, lo que significa mucho para ellos.”

El Obispo Sevilla ha decidido permanecer en Yakima, y continuara viviendo cerca de
la Catedral de St. Paul, después de retirarse de su responsabilidad de liderazgo. Su titulo
sera Obispo Emérito y siempre se le llamara “Obispo.” Debido a la escasez de sacerdotes,
¢l ayudara a suplir a los sacerdotes que estén enfermos o que necesiten tiempo afuera.
El también espera ayudar con los Cursillos y ofrecer direccién espiritual — ademas de
“aprender a no temerle a (su) computadora.”

Mientras se prepara para la instalacion de su sucesor el 31 de mayo, el Obispo Sevilla
observa que ya estd “comenzando a sentirse un poco mas relajado.” El dice, “no voy a
sentirme triste porque ya no voy a ser el “jefe” — en la providencia de Dios, ya es hora que
la Dibcesis tenga un nuevo obispo.”

Al partir, el Obispo Sevilla quiere decirles a todos los catolicos de la Didcesis, “los
quiero mucho.
